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POSTER  PRESENTATION  GUIDELINES

GENERAL INFORMATION:

Posters can be a powerful method of communicating information.  For one thing, people can study posters at their own pace.  It is also an opportunity for delegates to discuss information with the poster presenter more extensively than they can during oral sessions.  To assist you with your presentation and make your experience of a poster presentation as effective as possible, please read the following information:

PREPARATION OF POSTERS:

SIZE:

Posters should be no larger than 1m x 1m.  Posters larger than these dimensions will exceed the board; it is therefore necessary that the poster adheres to the specified measurements.

VIEWING:

Posters must be readable from 1.5 meters.  To help you design a readable poster, here are some suggested sizes of print.

Use UPPER and lower case for general content as the use of all-capital text is difficult to read.

Avoid using mixtures of type/font style.

	2-24 mm or 100 point maximum
	UPPER CASE / Bold
	At the top of the poster include the title of the presentation, the name of the authors and the institution where the work was completed.

	AUTHOR & AFFILIATIONS
	50 point maximum is recommended
	UPPER and lower case
	It is important that each author and their affiliation are clear.

	HEADINGS
	40 point is suggested 

45 point maximum
	UPPER CASE
	Headings such as “Introduction”, “Methods”, “Results”, “Discussion” and “Conclusions” are useful.

	CONTENT
	30 point

35 maximum

Single spaced
	UPPER and lower case.
	The text should be brief throughout.  Any description of methods should be simple and concise.
